National Education Policy 2020 is being implemented in our college since
2023-2024. Under NEP 2020, every student needs to acquire 20 to 22 credits in
each semester. In Our College, in the semester [ and 1I, students need to acquire
20 credits each. 2 credits are optional. These credits need to be acquired under
various NEP verticals.

These verticals include -
1) DSC (Discipline Specific Courses) :

Every student needs to select one major and one minor subject in the first
semester while seeking admission. The description of how to acquire these
credits is given in the complete credit structure given below. The courses
offered by each subject are also mentioned in the separate courses table.The
major subject is the one in which the student gets bachelor's degree.

Minor subject continues only till semester 8.

2) Minor (it is from different discipline of the same faculty):

A basket of courses for undergraduate programs to provide students with
a holistic and multidisciplinary education. Within this framework, a minor
subject basket refers to a collection of subjects from which students can choose
a secondary area of study in addition to their major.

3) SEC (Skill Enhancement Course) and VSC (Vocational Skill Course) :
SEC and VSC courses are aligned with the major subjects. Each department
offers SEC courses in semester 1 to 4 and VSC courses in semester 2 to 3.

4) VEC (Value Education Course) Common for All Faculty's :

Every student needs to select one VEC in semester 2 and one in semester
3 from the given baskets. These courses are under NEP themes of
1) Constitution India
2) Environmental studies.
5) GE/OE (Generic/ Open Electives) :

Every student is required to earn credits under open elective courses
offered by other faculty departments. For example, an arts student will have to
choose subjects from a basket offered by other departments.

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6) IKS (Indian Knowledge System) Common for All Faculty's :
Every student has to complete a generic IKS course, in semester-I.

7) AEC (Ability Enhancement Course) Common for All Faculty's :
The AEC subject basket is your opportunity to gain valuable, transferable

skills that complement your academic learning and contribute significantly to
your holistic development.
8) CC/CEP/FP/OJT/RM/RP :

Every student needs to acquire these credits as mentioned in the credit
structure. Separate instructions will be given to FY students regarding these in
the induction programme. The RM/RP basket ensures, both theoretical
knowledge and practical experience in researcher.It aims to equip learners with
valuable skills for their future academic and professional endeavours.
